Steps to become a HRC Judge
1. The individual must be in good standing with the United Kennel Club, Inc. and must be a current member in good standing with Hunting Retriever Club. Inc.
2. The individual must be an avid upland game and/or waterfowl hunter.

3. The individual must be thoroughly knowledgeable of the HRC rulebook.

4. The individual must be at least 21 years of age before applying.

5. The individual must provide proof of successfully completing a certified Hunter Safety Course. This requirement must be met before an applicant can be recommended by their local HRC Club to become a Judge, including grandfathered Judges

6. Unless you are Grandfathered in at Seasoned, you must begin at Started.
7. An individual shall have owned (UKC Registered), trained, handled and passed his/her retriever in the specified category of judging, and be able to provide a copy of a passed point slip.

8.  The individual agrees to uphold the Judges Code of Ethics as printed in this Rulebook. 

9. Take the judges test every 2 years on the odd years. http://www.huntingretrieverclub.org/Judges%20Folder/05_judges_test.htm
10. Attend a Judges/Handlers Seminar once every 3 years. For Started Only If the applicant HAS NOT attended a Seminar within the previous 12 months, the applicant shall have 6 months from the date approved to apprentice to fulfill this requirement or the approval to continue to apprentice will be denied until the Seminar requirement is met.

11. The apprentice must earn 3 credits. The credits shall be earned by apprenticing 2 times and attending the HRC Judge’s/Handler’s Seminar. Apprenticeships must be under different AA Licensed Judges. If you do not attend a Judge’s/Handler’s Seminar, then you must apprentice 3 times.
